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The Museum of Ceramic Art, Hyogo

The Museum of Ceramic Art, Hyogo is located in
"Tambayaki-no-Sato", a region registered as a Japan Heritage
Site containing one of Six Ancient Kilns. The museum was
opened in 2005. As well as holding four special yearly exhibits to
introduce ceramics and porcelain ware from Japan and around
the world, the museum also continues to collect and study

The Yokoo Tadanori Museum of Contemporary Art was opened in
November 2012 (designed by Murano Togo). The museum’ s
TN primary objectives are to maintain the collection of works that
were donated and deposited by Yokoo Tadanori, an artist born in
Nishiwaki, Hyogo, and to make them widely accessible to the
general public.
